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The Semantic Web is a vision that aims the machine processibility of web

content. Many researchers believe that it will be the next logical step in

the evolution of the web.

Although he current web is far from "being semantic", the underlying

standards and technologies have enormous potential and there are already

verypromising applications.

The purpose of this talk to provide a picture of what we may expect

from browsers if the Semantic Web becomes a reality. It is not science

fiction, there exist more applications for the time being that may be

called "Semantic Web browsers", since they utilize Semantic Web technologies

and employ innovative techniques and solutions providing a novel browsing

experience. The talk presents an overview of these browser applications.
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
