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Various studies have concluded that the level of college students’ academic performance on average shows a steady year-by-year decrease. This statement seems to be true for Europe as well as the United States.

Many different methods have been tried to change this unfortunate trend – one of them is using computer software to improve the level of education.

MATLAB is used worldwide as a supportive tool in teaching mathematics. Its merits include effective visual demonstration as well as the quick solution and revision of problems that would otherwise require a lot of calculation.

In our college, we teach ”Mathematics I” to provide the basics that are essential to understand the more advanced subjects of engineering. Algorithms can be complicated, so from a methodical point of view it seems reasonable to involve MATLAB in the education of engineer and manager students.

In my presentation, I’ll provide a few examples to support and follow one possible approach to using MATLAB.
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
