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ABSTRACT

E- government has become a popular focus of government efforts in many developed countries and, more recently, in several developing countries. Nepal is one such developing country that has embarked on an e-government initiative. In e-Governance, information and communication technologies support and stimulate good governance through better public service delivery to individual citizens and businesses, transparency in information, and easier citizen access to authorities. This paper focuses the internal and external issues and challenges that Nepal is currently facing with regards to implementation of e-Governance. Although it emphasizes on the problems stifling the growth of e-Governance, the main objective is to present the hindrances in the context of what needs to be done to deal with the current issues and challenges.  The recommendations are presented in terms of specific steps to bring into perspective the priorities that may be considered while making strategic plans for national level e-Governance implementation. 
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
