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Abstract

In the past few years a lot has been said on the subject of what the ICT curriculum should include in primary and secondary education. There are serious discussions or even debates on this issue. However, there has been much less said about why ICT should be learnt. This paper is aimed at the question ”why” and will answer it by defining ICT competencies.

Competencies are related to human activities and solvable tasks. (You are competent in a certain field if you are able to solve standard tasks related to that field.) ICT curricula contain these competencies as well as development tasks, activities, abilities and skills, always assuming a knowledge system behind them. In this paper we are also making an attempt to assign ICT competencies to levels and age-groups.
