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Abstract

In this article I will present the results which were achieved during the co-operation between University of Debrecen and DIKFK (Informatics Research and Develop Centre of Debrecen) in the project ‘International Re-funding Module for the Hospital Information System: e-MedSolution’. The principle of this project is to extend the HIS with an automatism, which is able to computerize the centralised, follow-up financing of medical attendance in international environment, according to international laws.

In the prologue of this article I will give a draft about the applied procedure of medical protocols. I briefly describe how the parts of this procedure connect to the financial support.

In the body of study I will describe the possible methods to automate the parts of this procedure. I present the benefits of the chosen automata based solution. I will reveal the informational, legal and flow control traps, which we encountered during the realisation of this project. I will describe that on a point of this work a withdrawal was necessary. In real practice the state machine of the designed computer automata could not fulfil because of the legal environment. After that I flash the possible solution of this anomaly.

As a summary I will write about the difference between theory and practice in computerising medical protocols and their financial support.
