Development frameworks for implementing local e-government applications 
In my presentation I compare the positive and negative impacts of using development frameworks vs. custom development in the environment of local e-government work-flows. In the comparison with custom development, I use three kinds of frameworks that have been implemented many times in Hungary successfully.
Introduction of lifecycles of application developments 
In this chapter I review the usual steps of planning, developing, implementing and operating standard IT applications. The cycles reflect the domestic IT practice, although it can be found in the most popular development methods, as well. In the specific steps I focus on the tasks, instead of the roles, since the aim is to execute the task in the most efficient way. In addition I place the definition of “Business Domain” and “Business Knowledge” in the context of e-government environment.
Introduction of Development Frameworks
In this chapter I present the key features of the chosen frameworks (XAPP, ESP.TECH) of Geoview Systems (located in Budapest), and the framework (KET-KIT ePortal) of IND-eGov (located in  Miskolc). All three frameworks support e-government work-flows, and have been implemented successfully and repeatedly.
Analyzing successful projects
Among the last chapters I examine cost and time figures of productive projects. The aim of the evaluation is to find the most effective and efficient way within different circumstances. The examined parameters are the used frameworks, the different resources (time, and personnel) and the complexity of the development tasks - the evaluation is carried trough simple and complex developments as well.
Key success factors of applying IT development frameworks
Finally I sum up those factors and conditions that are inevitably required for the effective application of IT development frameworks, on the other hand I mention the constraints of the frameworks, as well.
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
